You will be encouraged, led and  

supported by a professional playwright 

 

 

After all the sessions, you can submit  

a play for us to read.  

 

 

It’s free! There is no fee to take part.  
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When and where do the sessions take place? 

 

Two of the groups will take place at  

the Royal Court Theatre 

 

 

 

One will take place online.  

 

 

 

The sessions will happen every week for  

a total of eight weeks. 

 

 

 

They are usually evening sessions.  

 

 

And will last 1.5 hours.
